(LOG AND ACKNOWLEDGE ANY MOBILE OR PORTABLE STATIONS. HANDLE ANY EMERGENCY
OR PRIORITY TRAFFIC. PROCEED WITH THE NET.)

This net meets the first and third Wednesday of each month at 9:00 p.m. local time on the Newark
Amateur Radio Association’s repeater on 146.88 MHz.

All amateur radio operators are welcome and encouraged to check-in to this net, even if they are
not a member of ARES.

The purpose of this net is: to provide training to local amateur radio operators in emergency
communication procedures, preparedness, and message traffic handling; to provide net control
stations the opportunity to practice their skills; and to provide all stations the opportunity to test
their equipment for proper operation and use.

This is a directed net, not a social net. You do not need to indicate “in”, “out” or “check-in only”
when checking in, as you will not be called upon for general comments. During an emergency,
permission to leave the net must be requested of and granted by the net control station. Tonight’s
session is atraining net, so it is not mandatory that you request permission to leave. However, all
stations are encouraged to stand by for announcements and training tips. If you have comments or
guestions, you will be given an opportunity to respond later in the net.

3. DIRECT STATION(S) WITH ANNOUNCEMENTS TO MAKE THEM.
4. DIRECT STATION(S) WITH TRAINING TIPS TO PRESENT THEM.
(REMEMBER TO ASK FOR NEW CHECK-INS OR PRIORITY TRAFFIC EVERY 5-10 MINUTES).
